In the article “FDA: Anti-Aging, Skin-Lightening Products May Contain Mercury” (2016), Robert Preidt states that the FDA, Federal Food and Drug association, warns that “some skin products contain mercury and pose a threat to your health." (para. 1). Preidt goes farther into details about the fatal causes of having mercury put into these products such as anti-aging creams and skin lotion. This will later on help connect evidence found in an FDA document with this article. The tone of the article is informative due to the facts that are given used to keep people protected from the harm of mercury.
